Following the resounding success of the European Higher Education Fair 2012 which attracted 2,000 faculty, students, researchers and academicians, the European Union is pleased to announce that the Manila "European Higher Education Fair 2013: Academic Excellence and Mobility" will take place in Manila, Philippines on 15 October 2013 at The Peninsula Hotel Manila, Makati City.

EHEF Manila 2013 will have two components. 
There will be information sessions focusing on education in the European Union and specific country systems and requirements. Decision makers representing local HEIs as well as key officials from the Department of Education and the Commission on Higher Education will be invited to these info sessions.  

The second part is the European Higher Education Fair (EHEF) itself which we fully expect to bring together at least 30 universities from across Europe. It will be a whole day exhibition from 10 a.m. to 8 p.m. with the aim of attracting least 2,000 Filipino students, professors and academics. Opening ceremony starts at 9:30 a.m.
The EHEF Manila 2013 is being sponsored by the Delegation of the European Union to the Philippines together with the EU Member States' Embassies and Cultural Institutes in collaboration with the Commission on Higher Education.
The EHEF Manila follows the EHEF in Indonesia on 9 October in East Java and on 12 to 13 October  in Jakarta. 

Market Information

The Philippines is a growing market for international education with a consistent increase of 7.5% of student going to overseas studies every year. 
From information provided by the participants at EHEF 2012 one could discern that Filipino students are particularly interested in the following areas of study: Business/Economics/Management; Humanities/Social Sciences; Arts and Culture; Languages/Literature and Media Communications. 
In terms of interest in different levels of education, students and faculty registered the highest interest in Master's Degrees, followed by Bachelor's Degrees and Certificate or Non-Degree Courses.

There is a € 400.00 participation fee or  Php 21,200 (conversion rate for March 2013). This fee is inclusive of accommodation for one person for 2 nights at The Peninsula Hotel, Manila.
